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Abstract
The digest should be approximately 1200-1500 words in length. Digest authors shall not include their name and affiliation until the digest is accepted for publication so the integrity of the blind review process can be maintained. Digests should conform to the Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association (APA) style, the manual used by the Engineering Design Graphics Journal, except where noted. An abstract of 75-100 words will serve to introduce the topic. The digest should typically include the following sections – Introduction, Method, Results, Discussion, and References. The research design however will dictate the nature of the sections.
Introduction
A uniform appearance for all the digests is important to create a professional product. Such a product will reflect well upon the conference and the authors. The entire manuscript must be camera ready. There will likely be no further editing of the digest, so please be careful in its preparation. Errors in language and formatting will appear in the Proceedings, reflecting poorly upon the authors. Please have your manuscript read and edited by someone who is completely fluent in English.

The manuscript is to be prepared on U.S. size A paper, which is also known as “letter” size. This paper is 8.5 inches wide and 11 inches long. The margins are to be 1.25 inches on top, and 1 inch on the bottom, left and right. Do not number the pages or use a header or footer, as this will be done after assembly of the entire Proceedings.
Text Formatting
After the digest has been accepted for publication, the title and authors section appears in a single column format at the top of the first page. Lines in this section should be single-spaced. The text for the title and authors is to be centered within the column. The title of the digest is to be in bold, 12-point Myriad Pro font. Only the first letter of each major word in the title is to be capitalized. Skip one line between the title and the authors. The names of the authors follow in 11-point Myriad Pro font. Unless otherwise desired, please use the initials of the given name followed by the complete surname. 
On the next line, give the author’s affiliation in italics. For multiple authors, names of the authors from the same affiliation are to be placed on a single line. Authors from different affiliations are to be identified separately, as shown at the beginning of this manuscript. Skip one line between each author of a different affiliation. After identification of all the authors, skip two lines.
The Main Text

The main text is to be placed into two columns. The font is 11-point Myriad Pro, using single line spacing. The first line of each new paragraph is not to be indented. If using this document as a template, a space should automatically be inserted between paragraphs. All text alignment should be left and right justified.

Heading titles are to be a bold, 11-point Myriad Pro font. The letter of each major word is to be capitalized, and the title is to be left justified within the column. Do not number the heading titles. Each heading title is to be preceded by a blank line. 
Subhead
If desired, sub-headings may be placed at the beginning of a paragraph. Sub-headings are italic, 11-point Myriad Pro font with the first letter of each major word capitalized.
Figures, Tables, Graphs, and Equations
Figures are to be numbered sequentially. They should appear in the body of the digest. They may span all or part of the column. Drawings and lettering should clearly legible. Photographs need to be electronic and placed within the document. 
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Captions lines are to be single-spaced, centered and the font of the Figure number is to be bold, 10-point Myriad Pro. The descriptive label text is not bold. A blank line should be inserted both before and after the figure.

Tables and graphs are to be numbered sequentially. Heading should be clear and brief. Captions lines are to be single-spaced, centered and the font of the Table number is to be bold, 11-point Myriad Pro. The descriptive label text is not bold. A blank line should be inserted both before and after the figure.
Because the Proceedings will be published electronically, the use of color in tables and figures is permitted and encouraged.
Equations are to be placed within the text and numbered sequentially. The identification numbers are to be placed in parentheses and right justified. A good equation editor in a word processor should be used to produce equations. If possible, equations should be confined to the width of a single column. A blank line should be inserted before and after the equation.
Conclusions
The conclusions should be a summary of the major findings of the work, and recommendations for future work. Conclusions should not be a repeat of the abstract, nor should the abstract be a repeat of the conclusions.  
Citations
In-Text Citations and References should be per APA standard. Purdue’s Online Writing Lab is an excellent resource:

For example, Edward Tufte (1983) published a milestone book The Visual Display of Quantitative Information, which showcased the weaknesses of the graphs of the 1970s and 1980s. A successful line graph allows the reader to understand the flow of the figures if it clearly shows the relationship of the point immediately before it and the one immediately following it (Miller, 1999).
References
Cited literature is to be placed in a References section at the end of the manuscript. Authors should be listed alphabetically, by the last name of the first author.  The following are some examples:
